The following restrictions will be strictly enforced: no non-entered dogs and puppies under 6
months allowed in the building, parking area/dog exercise area, etc.....
Leave “flashers” on when loading and unloading. No parking in the loading and unloading area.
There will be designated parking areas. Exhibitors must observe posted signs and park in the
appropriate areas. The parking lots are shared with other facilities and the parking lot next to the
unloading area is not available for dog show exhibitors.
